Don’t give anything up for Lent. Don’t give up chocolate,
meat, Facebook, and certainly not coffee; unless it will
bring you closer to God. | have friends who give up some-
thing for Lent to show, mostly to themselves, that they
have a mastery over a habit. There is value in this. To
give something up for Lent that shows we are masters

of our habits, tendencies, temptations processes, or sub-
stances; and not the other way around, has usefulness
and significance.

Lent is for moving closer to God. Anything we give up is to
show we can remove any barriers between us and God.
Perhaps by giving up a time-consuming habit, we can be
more available to God and the habits of faith. Perhaps
giving up something we consume can be added to the
generosity of faith. Forgoing something for Lent should
be a means to an end; that is, moving closer to God.

Don’t participate in prayers of confession—don’t make
your private confession—unless it will bring you closer to
God. Let confession remove barriers of guilt and shame.
Let confession open your soul to God’s grace and for-
giveness. Let God make you new. Let your spirit find the
energy of a person now living closer to God.

Whatever you choose to do to mark the time of prepara-
tion for Easter, the time we call Lent, mark it with prayer,
study, worship and generosity. Most of all, give your time
your energy, your attention, your heart to God. Then
Easter is more—more than just another holiday, another
family gathering, another meal. Let Easter be a time of
great spiritual significance.

Let me encourage you to daily devotionals. How we start
our day makes a difference in the day. This is a beneficial
habit. Please try it for the Lenten season and consider a
daily regime of prayer and study. To aid in this, there are
Upper Room devotionals on the table by the office doors.
We would like to run out of them; then we will happily
order more.
