Finance Committee Report

Dear Friends,

Pledged giving for the month of June was approximately $32,000 and non-pledged giving was
approximately $2,000 making total unrestricted giving about $34,000. Total operating
expenses were approximately $36,000 generating a net operating loss for the month of $2,000.
Year to date operating income was about $185,000 ($146K pledged giving, $14K non-pledged
giving and $25K from employer tax credits) versus expenses of $192,000.

The church made a down payment of $80,000 toward the parsonage in early June. Windows
have been ordered and are expected to be delivered in mid-October. Site excavation should
begin in August to line up the construction schedule with the window delivery. We are still
hopeful the parsonage will be completed before the end of the year.
