TRUSTEES REPORT

The Trustees approved contracting with
Servpro to repair and finish out damaged areas
from the January water damage. We are in the
process of working with the insurance adjustor
and Servpro to finalize cost estimates and to
schedule the restoration. Jacob Heaton finished
cleaning the storage shed and building shelving
for his Eagle Scout project. MUMC contracted
with ParkLawn again this year for mowing and
landscaping services. We continue to work with
Matco to coordinate and monitor the fire
suppression system as we proceed with our
restoration project. The back wall of the pulpit
was painted to enhance the video streaming of
church services. A new locked mailbox was
installed to protect the church’s mail and
moved to a new location as requested by the
US Postal Service.
